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Abstract

The purposes of this research are 1) to study and to describe ecotourism and
environmental reservation in Salak Khok Village, Koh Chang Tai Sub-district, Koh Chang District,
Trat Province, 2) to analyze and synthesize the various factors that promote ecotourism and
environment communities in Salak Khok Village, Koh Chang Tai Sub-district, Koh Chang District,
Trat Province, and 3) to search for Buddhist principles applied to eco-tourism and
environmental reservation including their results in Salak Khok Village, Koh Chang Tai Sub-
district, Koh Chang District, Trat Province. Participants are both male and female villagers who
are knowledgeable in the mentioned topics and have been living in the mentioned area at least
30 years. The participants are selected by findings from the research first. : 3 people, totaling
about 36 people and focus group of 10 people from those who live in this district. The
instrument were an individual interview form, a group discussion form, an environmental
observation form, a biography note, a journey note, a preliminary survey, and non-participant
observation form.

The research found that

1. Tourism is useful in an economic aspects as an additional income for the community.
Moreover, it helps to maintain the mangroves, which positively affects bleeding place of marine
species to be stable and sustainable. Ultimaltely, the involvement of community creates
network of mangrove and marine life conservation effectively.

2. Factors promoting eco-tourism and environmental activities by distinctive and unique
community activities, such as, hiking, bird-watching, firefly sight-seeing, boat ride, and etc.

Factors boosting night life to marine activities such as crab banking activities
"receiving hundreds of life and releasing million ones", which a million crabs have been donated
and returned to the sea. Another activity is blockading Salak for six months to rehabilitate

mangrove forests to sustainable abundance.

Promoting tourism in the household, such as crafts, craft centers selling OTOP
product (OTOP) is a distribution community to serve tourists.

3. The Buddhist principles have been applied in ecotourism and environmental
conservation effectively because the villagers have always held monthly meetings to maintain
the spirit of community. Based on interviewing and focus group discussions, ecotourism of the
community reflects the community and the environment. This is in line with the sufficiency
economy philosophy.
